Donation to the Rowans Hospice

Parking

There are a number of places to park all within a couple of minutes walk from the church:-

Asda car park - oppsite the church 2 hours time limit  - no return within 3 hours

Retail park car park - short walk through the underpass - 3 hour time limit and no return within 3 hours.

Pay and Display car park north of the church - coming from the north along Maurepas Way take the first turning left into the Wellington Way Car Park (near Iceland) where a 4 hour stay is £2.20 with no return within 2 hours thereafter. This big car park is completely free after 6pm.

It is possible to stop for a short period in front of the church for disabled access only.

Lunch and food arrangements

There are a number of outlets within a few minutes walk in the middle of Waterlooville.

We are making arrangements to take pizza etc orders at 11am for delivery at 1.30pm during the short break.

Food outlets in Waterlooville all a few minutes walk from the church include:-

In Wellington precinct (left outside the church then 100 yds on the left) - 2 cafes, Cafe Moka and the Coffee Shop

Left outside the church, go to the crossroads and then South down the London Road in this order -  Subway at the crossroads, Poppins Cafe and Restaurant (8am-5.30pm), Cacinammon Indian Restaurant (5.30pm - 11pm),  Indian Takeaway, The Wellington Pub, Butties, Pars Kebab and Pizza hOUSE, Royals Fish and Chips, Domino's Pizza.

Left outside the church, go to the crossroads and then North up the London Road in this order - Istanbul Grill, Greggs Cakeshop, Costa Coffee on the Boulevard corner, Cooks Bakery, Blinkers Cafe, Cafe Havana, Chinese, Macdonalds, Heroes Pub.

A couple of miles away from Waterlooville is an Asda superstore which serves food all day until 10pm

Accommodation

There is a Premier Inn at the bottom of A3(M) just a few miles from Waterlooville (5 miles away) and also a Premier Inn at Horndean 2.5 miles away.
There is a Travelodge 2.9 miles away in Rowlands Castle
